Purpose:      Active learners’ background knowledge of a topic by predicting the meaning of key
	  	Vocabulary, learners use the text to confirm or self-correct their predictions.

Group:	First   Whole Class Demonstration

		Next   Pairs 

Then   groups 4 – 6 (depending on the learners and their experience with the strategy)
		
Roles:	Recorder, Clarifier/Checker, Timekeeper, On Task Person.

Materials:	Vocabulary list made up of familiar and unfamiliar words, Short selection of non-fiction text either on O.H.T. or print one copy /learner (do not distribute this with the vocabulary list), Paper/workbooks Pens.

Implementation:

	Based on whole Class Demonstration but process applies to pairs and groups.

	Hand out the vocabulary list or display the list.

	Say the words on the list as learners follow.

	Predict possible sentences that might appear in the text.

	Record those sentences, underlining the vocabulary.

	Hand out or display the non-fiction text.

	Learners read to test for their possible sentences appearing in the text.

	Learners evaluate the possible sentences for accuracy.
